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WHAT IS TYPOLOGY?

ÁTypology is the study of non -verbal prophecy ðð signs, 
symbols, imagery, rituals, narrative, and allusions ðð that 
point to a greater spiritual truth. 

ÁEach prophecy is called a type . In the NT, apostles refer to 
types as òshadowsó, distinct from the reality it is pointing to 
(Hebrews 10:1; Colossians 2:16 -17).

ÁòFor the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy.ó 
(Revelation 19:10)







NEW HOLY TEMPLE

ÁChrist is the Temple of God ( John 1:14, 2:18-22).  
Solomonõs Temple was the ôshadowõ Temple (Colossians 
2:16-17; Hebrews 10:1).

ÁBy virtue of Christõs incarnation and ascension and His 
lifegiving Holy Spirit, we are now being built into His 
Temple ( 1 Corinthians 3:16 -17, 6:19-20; 2 Corinthians 6:14 -
18; 1 Peter 2:5). 

ÁWe are the Temple of God because of Christõs flesh and His 
Spiritððwhich now lives in us ( 1 Corinthians 12:27; Romans 
8:9). 



NEW HOLY TEMPLE

ÁSince the Temple of God is also the Body of Christ, that 
means our physical body is truly the Temple, knitted 
together in communion with Christ. 

ÁWe are not  metaphorically  the Temple, we are actually  
the Temple ððthe Presence of God is truly within and 
among us (Ephesians 3:19, 4:13).

ÁTrue believers are individually and communally  the 
Temple of God ( Matthew 18:20).



NEW HOLY OF HOLIES

ÁThe Presence of God is pleased to dwell/tabernacle in the 
Holy of Holies of our hearts, where Christ is our High Priest 
continuously interceding for us on our behalf 
(Ephesians 3:17; Hebrews 4:14-16, 7:25, 8:1-3, 9:24).

ÁWhile there are no longer 
òthresholdsó of holiness, 
sanctification is still
an ongoing process. 



NEW ALTAR

ÁFor the consecration of the Old and New Temple, heavenly 
fire descended to the altar and Godõs Presence filled the 
Temple ( 2 Chronicles 7:1; Luke 3:16; Acts 2:2 -4).

Á The new altar of the new Temple
is mouths, lips, and tongues , 
individually and communally.

ÁA new altar means new sacrifices.



NEW SPIRITUAL SACRIFICES

ÁWhen God consecrated the new Temple, He did not abolish 
sacrifices. He restored sacrifices to their purest form. 

ÁOur tongue is an altar to God in the temple of Christ, where 
real and true sacrifices of faith ððprayer, praise, 
thanksgiving, repentance, evangelism, and 
proclaiming the wonderful name of Christ ððare offered 
as a pleasing aroma to the Lord as our proper spiritual 
worship.



WHAT IS THE NEW 
LAMPSTAND?

Different parts of your body 
participate in the new Temple in 
different ways.

You may not know it, but people see 
spiritual reality every single day.

Understanding this starts with the 
ancient ritual of lighting the menorah 
in the Holy Place of the Temple.
